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Article I: Name and Purpose

Section 1: The name of this organization will be the KU Energy Club (herein KUEC).

Section 2: The primary aim of KUEC is to facilitate collaboration between academia, industry and the public sector in order to find solutions to today’s energy issues, with the hope of promoting a positive energy future for the state of Kansas and the region. The club encourages productive discussion between key players within the energy industry through the use of forums, discussions, panels, and keynote speakers.

Article II: Organization of the Executive Board

Section 1: The Executive Board
A. The Executive Board is composed of the President, Vice President, Vice President of Public Relations, Secretary, Treasurer, Technology Chair, Marketing Chair, Expo Chair, and Student Advisor(s).
B. The Executive Board is responsible for maintaining the bylaws of KUEC.
C. The Executive Board is accountable to all members of KUEC, as defined by its bylaws.
D. The Executive Board members are expected to attend all KUEC events.

Section 2: The Leadership Team
A. The Leadership Team is composed of the President, Vice President, and Vice President of Public Relations.
B. The Leadership Team exists within the Executive Board.

Article III: Duties of the Executive Board

Section 1: President
It shall be the responsibility of the President to:

A. Stay informed of all KUEC business, and to maintain accordance with the purpose as stated in the bylaws of KUEC.
B. Coordinate and delegate the responsibilities, duties, and activities of the Executive Board.
C. Assure that all duties of positions stated in the bylaws are carried out.
D. Schedule and meet with the Executive Board on a bi-weekly basis throughout fall and spring semesters.
E. Create or dissolve any committees needed to organize activities or events held by KUEC
F. Reach out to and meet with other KU and non-KU organizations in order to expand KUEC interest and appeal through partnership and new communication channels.
G. Support the other executives and committee members in their responsibilities.

Section 2: Vice President
It shall be the responsibility of the Vice President to:

A. Oversee the annual conference, delegating responsibilities, duties, and activities of the Executive Board as pertains to planning and organization of the conference.
B. Preside in absence of the President.
C. Attend the Executive Board meetings.
D. Support the other executives and committee members in their responsibilities.

Section 3: Vice President of Public Relations
It shall be the responsibility of the Vice President of Public Relations to:

A. Act as liaison between industry contacts and KUEC.
B. Develop marketing materials to solicit and maintain relationships with industry members with the goal of sponsorship.
C. Attend Executive Board meetings.
D. Support the other executives and committee members in their responsibilities.

Section 4: Secretary
It shall be the responsibility of the Secretary to:

A. To record the proceedings of all official business meetings including all Executive Meetings and applicable committee meetings.
B. To maintain internal records as deemed necessary by the President.
C. Reserve classroom and meeting spaces.
D. Document club events.
E. Support the other executives and committee members in their responsibilities.

Section 5: Treasurer
It shall be the responsibility of the Treasurer to:

A. Works with Endowment and Engineering School to coordinate purchases through the Energy Club account.
B. Meets with both Engineering School Finance Officer (Beth) and Endowment at the beginning of the school year to set up relationship and budget
C. Create and maintain conference budget.
D. Attend Executive Board meetings.
E. Support the other executives and committee members in their responsibilities.


Section 7: Technology Chair
It shall be the responsibility of the Technology Chair to:
A. Maintain the KUEC website and social media pages. KUEC website shall be up to date with current information.
B. Assist in conference registration and various sign-ups.
C. Attend Executive Board meetings.
D. Support the other executives and committee members in their responsibilities.

Section 8: Marketing Chair
It shall be the responsibility of the Marketing Chair to:

A. Act as liaison between professional schools and KUEC.
B. Develop marketing materials to publicize club events and meetings.
C. Manage social media including, but not limited to Facebook and Twitter.
D. Promote the KUEC through creative, effective methods.
E. Attend Executive Board meetings.
F. Support the other executives and committee members in their responsibilities.



Section 9: Expo Coordinator
It shall be the responsibility of the Expo Coordinator to:

A. Involve KUEC in the annual KU Engineering Expo.
B. Form a team of people they select that will help set up and create expo event.
C. Organize student expo - create scholarship/incentive, market the event, review submissions, create presentation guidelines, coordinate speaking presentations, etc


Section 9: Student Advisor(s)
It shall be the responsibility of the Student Advisor(s) to:

A. Support the other executives and committee members in their responsibilities.


Article VI: Committees

Section 1: Industry Content Engines (herein ICE) – ICE committees shall exist within the club with the purpose of contacting external industry and professional organizations to solicit their involvement in KUEC sponsorship and involvement.

A. Committees shall be composed of one lead chairman and up to five other chairpersons.
B. Each ICE will report to the President, Vice President, and Vice President of Public Relations.
C. Each individual ICE will target a specific group, sector, or industry which could include but is not limited to: Renewables, Wind, Solar, Power Grid, Petroleum, Emerging Energy Technology, Transportation, Storage, and Utility.

Section 2: Conference Committee

Section 3: Special Committees
The president shall have the authority to appoint any special committees, with the approval (2/3 majority vote) of the Executive Board.

Article V: Nominations, Elections, Resignations, and Impeachment

Section 1: Quorum
A. A quorum shall consist of 2/3 of the Executive Board and must be present at the election meeting.
B. Absentee ballots will be accepted prior to the start of the election meeting and will count towards the election.

Section 2: Eligibility
A. All nominees for positions within the Executive Board must be enrolled at the University of Kansas and taking classes at KU for the full term of office. 
B. All nominees for positions within the Leadership Team must have served a minimum of one term previously on the Executive Board.

Section 4: Election Procedure
A. Elections will be held at the last meeting of the spring semester. If this does not occur, elections will be held as soon as possible during the fall semester.
B. The following process shall be followed for election:
a. Elect the President.
b. Elect the Vice President.
c. Elect the Vice President of Public Relations.
d. Hold speech and question portion for all other positions in the following order: Secretary, Treasurer, Tech Chair, Marketing Chair, Expo Chair, Student Advisor(s).
C. Voting will be conducted by secret ballot.
D. Votes shall be tabulated by the previous year’s President or their designated representative.
E. Absentee ballots collected prior to the election meeting will count towards the quorum.
F. A quorum must be present at the election meeting, or met by absentee ballots.
G. Winners must receive majority of the total vote.

Section 5: Terms of Office
A. Officers will maintain their positions for one academic year or until their successors are selected. The term of office will begin upon turnover party.
B. All Executive Board Officers have the option to run for office again.

Section 6: Removal
A. Any officer may be removed for cause by a vote of two-thirds of the KUEC Executive Board.
B. For situations of ineligibility, an officer shall be immediately removed from the position, without a vote by the KUEC.

Section 7: Officer Vacancies
A. In the case of a vacancy in the Executive Board, the current officers will call an emergency KUEC election meeting to fill officer vacancies until the next regular election meeting takes place.
Article VI: Meetings

Section 1: Executive Board Meetings shall hold bi-monthly (twice per month) during the regular school year.
